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From the Pastor
On Friday, October 5, I had the honor of being the featured speaker at the Texas
Gideons Annual State Convention held at the convention center in Arlington. As you
may know, the Gideons are an organization of business men who distribute free Bibles in
many languages all over the world. To date, the Gideons have handed out more than a
billion Bibles over the course of their many decades of service. It was through a Gideons’
Bible given to my father during World War II that I came to know God’s love and salva-
tion through Jesus Christ. I still have that well-worn little New Testament and Psalms
that I retrieved out of a garbage can in 1951. At the banquet, I was seated next to the
Gideons international treasurer, Dr. William Thomas, a surgeon from England. Dr.

Thomas told me about what he called the wave of political correctness that has taken hold of England and that
seems very likely to push England into the antireligious secularism so common on the European mainland.
“America is our last hope,” Dr. Thomas said. “Don’t allow that to happen here,” he continued.

The only way it won’t happen here is if religious people continue to insist upon their constitutional right
to freedom of religion. One shining example crossed my desk this past week. An Eagle Scout named Andrew
Larochelle had requested a flag be flown over the U. S. Capitol to honor his grandfather. This is not unusual
as 275 similar requests are responded to each day. Andrew asked that the certificate that comes with the flag
refer to his grandfather’s “love of God.” The Architect of the Capitol deleted the word “God” from the certifi-
cate. Congress was flooded with calls and e-mails protesting on Andrew’s behalf. The Architect’s decision was
reversed, and house member Tom Feeney said “I’m pleased that the Architect of the Capitol is no longer cen-
soring the Architect of the universe.”

America will never be godless as long as believers fight to keep appropriate references of God from the
hand of censors.
